1. The program offers specialization in Chinese Binguistics and Chinese Riterature.

2. Required Credit Hours
Master’s students are required to obtain at leasts 24 credit hours with a minimum of 18 credit
hours in the major and a minimum of 6 credits in the minor. Doctoral students are required to
complete at least 36 credit hours, of which 27 credits should be in the major area and 9 in the
minor. hinguistics is the minor for students with hiterature major and hiterature is the minor for
students with hinguistics major.

3. Master’s students must do a presentation on their thesis prior to the thesis submission.

4. Prior to their dissertation defense, doctoral students are required to publish at least two papers
related to their area of specialization in a recognized academic journal.

5. International students need to complete their thesis/dissertation in Korean.
